Professor Stefano Bovolenta was born in Udine, Italy, in 1961. He was awarded the Degree in Agricultural Science at the University of Padua, Italy. He is currently Full Professor in Animal science (Italian scientific-disciplinary sector: AGR 19) of the Department of Agricultural, Food, Environmental and Animal Sciences at the University of Udine.

Over the last years Professor Bovolenta has taught the following courses at the University of Udine: Animal husbandry (B.Sc. “Animal farming and health”), Mountain farming systems (B.Sc. “Agricultural science”), Sustainable and organic livestock systems (M.Sc. “Animal protection and welfare”). Moreover, he is a member of the PhD teaching board in “Agricultural Biotechnological Science”. 

The scientific activity took place within the Departmental Section of “Animal and Veterinary Sciences” (SAV, https://sav.uniud.it/), which has been coordinating since 2017. His research activities are mainly focused on breeding techniques and feeding behavior of ruminants. Research topics were: management of grazing dairy cows and quality of products, the use of indicators in feeding behaviour, the welfare of dairy cows under different breeding systems, the environmental sustainability of dairy farming. He is author of more than 250 papers published in national and international scientific journals (IRIS Catalogue) .
Professor Bovolenta is a member of the “Association for Science and Animal Production” (ASPA), within which he is a member of the Study Commission "Ecosystem services of livestock farming", and of the “European Federation of Animal Science” (EAAP).
